Applications can be obtained from
the Faculty of Social Science or the Department of History and must be
submitted, along with a short essay. The Faculty of Social Science, in
consultation with the Department of History, will select the recipient.
This award was established through Foundation Western to honour the
memory of UWO alumnus David H. Swankie Jr. (BA 1977, Economics
& Certificate of Honors Standing 1978, History & MBA 1980).
